Scholarship Application and Instructions

Applications Accepted: May 1 - September 9, 2011 (Postmark Deadline)

Since inception, the National Association of Black Accountants, Inc. (NABA) has provided millions in scholarship funds to deserving students. Through the generous contributions of individuals, groups, and organizations that share NABA's desire to break through the economic barrier that minorities often experience, NABA has offered scholarships on a national, regional and local level.

Scholarship applications will be accepted for the Western Region from May 1st - September 9th with a postmark deadline of September 9th.
These scholarships will be presented at the 14th Annual West Coast Western Region Student Conference at the Scholarship Luncheon to be held on September 30, 2011 at the Hilton Seattle Airport and Conference Center in Seattle, Washington.  Recipients are required to attend in order to receive the scholarship.  The actual cash awards will be given to the students at the actual event.  
Applicants Must:

1. Be an ethnic minority.

2. Be an ACTIVE NABA member, whose membership dues have been received by NABA's National Office no later than before the scholarship acceptance period.  Dues are $20.00 for undergraduate or graduate students. Special Note: Regardless of the circumstances, once becoming a professional member, you are not permitted to return to student status. Graduate students must have entered graduate school immediately after receiving their undergraduate degree.
3. Be currently enrolled at a United States college or university as a full-time (12 semester hours or equivalent), undergraduate freshman, sophomore, junior, or senior accounting, finance, or business major or be a full-time graduate student (9 semester hours or equivalent) enrolled or accepted into a master’s-level business program. Distribution of funds to high school awardees will occur upon documentation of student membership and entry into college or university.
4. Meet the minimum grade point average requirement in your major and overall as shown below.  Please provide a conversion of your grades to the “4.0 grading scale” if your college or university does not use this scale.

· A completed NABA Scholarship Application (NSA).  Please type or clearly print your responses, including "N/A" for items that are not applicable to you.  The application MUST be completed in its entirety, submitted with the items listed below.
· An official current Academic Transcript (through the most recently completed semester).  You must request that your University’s registrar forward the transcript directly to you (and it must be provided to us unopened) or to the mailing address below.  We will not accept student copies or other unofficial transcripts.  Most schools assess a nominal service charge to send official transcripts.
· A clear copy of Student/Permanent Resident Visa (only if applicant IS NOT a United States citizen).

· A Current Resume
· Two (2) Letters of Recommendation.  One must be from a member of the accounting/business faculty at your college/university.  The other may be from a non-relative who is familiar with your academic and/or professional performance (i.e. employer, advisor, etc.).
· A Personal Biography of at least 500 words.  Your biography should specifically discuss the following (1) explain your current career goals and the importance of your major in today’s society, (2) describe how you have demonstrated leadership ability both in and out of school, including within NABA (i.e. include specific positions that you have held), (3) discuss what you hope to get out of your involvement with NABA, and (4) discuss any special recognition or awards that you have received as a result of your participation within NABA.
